Volume discounts are available as are discounts for educators and schools. There 
are 2 versions of Comic Life: Comic Life Standard and Comic Life Deluxe. The 
difference between Comic Life Standard and Deluxe is the amount of templates, 
fonts, and styles available. This book and the project examples contained within were 
created with Comic Life Deluxe. Whether buying a site license or an individual 
license, it is available via instant download from the plasq website.

There are 2 ways to keep current with Comic Life software updates:

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The Basics
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When Comic Life is first opened, a blank page and the work area are displayed. This 
user interface for Comic Life is organized in an easy to understand way. 

It contains 5 sections:

Toolbar

Element Well

Resource Area

Page Edit Area
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Page Organizer: Add or delete pages. Drags pages up or down to change their 
order.

Toolbar: Contains shortcuts to saving, printing, zooming in/out, layering, page styles, 
text size control, color selection, and font selection. 

Page Edit Area: The work area. Elements, resources, and images are added to this 
area.

Resource Area: Contains page templates, access to images, and access to style/
page attributes.

Element Well: Speech balloons, thought bubbles, text boxes, and lettering are 
added from this area.

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The Basics
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All the elements are added by dragging them onto the blank page. It's that simple!

Project Basics

All Comic Life projects have the same elements:

• Templates: "built-in"  Comic Life template or user-designed
• Images: photos, clip art, or images from the internet
• Text: plain text, speech bubbles or "lettering"
